	Harry has moderate learning difficulties. He is keen to engage in musical activity and has brought his father to his music lesson.



Observation (max 150 words)

	
Harry initiates proceedings by playing a low note on the piano, which he uses to indicate to his father that he wants him to play. As he plays the two motifs, Harry flaps his hands and vocalises, watching and listening to what his father is doing. This shows that Harry recognises the juxtaposition of the two motifs and responds positively to it.












Interpretation (max 150 words)

	
Harry recognises the coherent juxtaposition of different musical motifs. He consistently realises when one motif is logically related to another that is different (‘question and answer’).

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Context (max 150 words)
	Harry is engaging in his weekly one-to-one music session with his music teacher. Each week they play musical games, often based around familiar songs and themes.



Observation (max 150 words)

	
The music teacher sings a motif ‘What would you like to eat, Harry?’, to which he replies, ‘I would like some crisps’. His singing is rhythmically accurate and approximates to the contour of a melodic reversal of the motif. The process is repeated with the question, ‘What would you like to drink, Harry?’, to which he replies, ‘I would like some squash’. Harry intuitively understands the implied ‘question/answer’ relationship between the motifs, and can use it to support his expressive language.     






Interpretation (max 150 words)

	Harry responds to motifs made by someone else with different motifs that follow coherently  (‘question and answer’).
