- contain only own-choice pieces*

* Any programme which includes own-choice repertoire must be pre-approved.

e Own-choice pieces must demonstrate a level of technical and musical demand comparable to the
pieces listed in the relevant repertoire list.

¢ Digital exams: the written programme, scans of the pieces and approval letter (if applicable)
should be uploaded with the video; pieces should be listed on the relevant screen.
